Natural Disasters Project

Choose either The eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79AD, The Great Chilean Earthquake of 1960, and the Tsunami of 2004.

Choose the type of presentation you would like to make. You may create a power point, an I-movie, or a collection of posters. Make sure each presentation is given orally and that the visual aides enhance the facts presented. Be prepared for a question and answer session after each topic has been thoroughly covered.

The goal of this project is to research the causes and effects of each event from a geological perspective. Make sure to include important facts as well as personal accounts of the events.

Key Questions to answer in your presentation:

How did this disaster happen? 

How would a slight change in geological factors impacted the destruction?

What steps could have been taken to help minimize the damage? 

What have scientists learned about the Earth from the disaster?

How did the disaster effect the environment?

Could this disaster happen again? Why?

All presentations will be graded by using the presentation rubric. Each team will be expected to complete a self assessment. You have one week to complete this task.
