Vivacious Visualization

Visualizing:  Allows you to make a picture in your mind to help comprehend the meaning of the text.  It allows you to fully understand the text.

While reading your book on the Revolutionary War, it is vital that you are continually creating mental images in your mind based on what the author is saying.  

You must complete a visualization chart each day that you read.  Follow the guidelines below for a successful visualization experience.

1. Write the day and chapter(s) that you were assigned for that particular day.

2. You can either draw a picture or write a bulleted description describing what you visualized during that day in class.

a. Drawing a Picture

i. Draw a picture representing what you visualized in that day’s readings.

ii. It must be colored and neat.

iii. Remember I am not an artist either, so do the best that you can.

iv. Write a 3-sentence caption about your visualization.  Include the main pieces that you added to your picture.

b. Bulleted Visualization

i. Write at least 7 bullets about what you visualized during that day’s reading.  You will write the bullets in the picture box on each page.  

ii. Include all of the important details that were brought to your attention.  Be sure to be specific about what you pictured in your mind.

3. Questioning

a. Write a question about each day’s reading at the bottom of your visualization page.  You will bring this to the next day’s class to discuss in your group.
