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 Abstract:
Integrating ELA Module 3A into the Library Curriculum (Grade 6)
This unit was created using the New York State Common Core Standards in the areas of English Language Arts and Social Studies as guidelines.  This curriculum affords students the ability to interpret information presented in diverse media formats. The lessons were designed focusing on specific standards addressing the areas of reading comprehension, integrating knowledge and presentation of knowledge.  
This proposed library curriculum plan offers students the opportunities to expand their knowledge about Dragonwings’ author Laurence Yep, his inspiration for writing historical fiction novels and compare his work to other authors. Students will research the historic events and places of the San Francisco Bay area. They will respond to first-hand accounts. Students will make the connection between literature and their community by exploring the role Long Island had in the history of flight.   Each lesson will meet the diverse needs of our learning community. Students will engage in collaborative discussions and presentations.  This unit is a cohesive balance of informational text and fiction.

Rationale: 
In order to administer an efficient and effective East Meadow School District library program, the library media specialists from both middle schools must be diligent in incorporating content area subjects into the designing of the curricula.  The following unit addresses the research component of English Language Arts Module 3A, as well as the Common Core Standards, while encompassing multiple literacy skills. 
For this Module students are required to read Laurence Yep’s Dragonwings.  The purpose of this unit is to integrate the ELA Module 3A into the library program to enhance student learning.  Based on student and faculty feedback, we have been successful integrating Modules 1A and 2A into our curriculum.  This component will enrich student literature appreciation, expose them to varied resources and enhance their learning through sharing with others by making real world connections.  Students from Woodland and 
W.T. Clarke middle schools will be exposed to a consistent co-curriculum which bridges the library media program with content area subjects. 





Laurence Yep –Author Study 
This section of the unit examines the life of Laurence Yep and the influences evident in his novel. Students are encouraged to make connections between his life and writings, as well the similarities between him, Rick Riordan and Christopher Paul Curtis.  Close-read strategies, utilizing informational text and analyzing images are some of the skills addressed.  Students will become proficient using the library’s OPAC, as well as become familiar with literature awards. 
	
Author Study
Laurence Yep - Dragonwings
Learning Target- I can identify the main idea of an informational text with supporting details.

Students will synthesize and summarize information found in the informational text (biographical material of Laurence Yep).  An author study of Laurence Yep (author of Dragonwings) was selected because of the commencement of Module 3A.  

This interdisciplinary lesson provides content specific instruction and incorporates literacy skills needed to comprehend informational text.  This close read provides a balance of information/literary texts and building knowledge in content disciplines.  The lesson incorporates prerequisite writing skills needed for response to non-fiction literature. In addition, students will determine the meaning of general academic and domain specific words in the informational text.

During class discussion, students will be assessed on their verbal responses and discussion points.  Students will also be asked to answer questions that refer to the informational text.

Laurence Yep was born in San Francisco, California’s Chinatown on June 14, 1948.  Yep is an acclaimed author of more than sixty books for young people and is a winner of the Laura Ingalls Wilder Award.  He graduated from the University of California at Santa Cruz, and received his PhD from the State University of New York at Buffalo. Currently, Yep lives in California with his wife Joanne Ryder.
Laurence Yep grew up in an African-American neighborhood in San Francisco in the 1950s.  Laurence attended to a bilingual high school in Chinatown, even though his family did not speak Chinese at home. Growing up, Yep always felt that he was a cultural outsider.  This became a theme and perspective that would appear throughout his books.
As a young boy, Laurence Yep couldn't find a mirror of himself in books. There weren't many books about Chinese Americans available to him.  As a result, Yep turned to books of fantasy and science fiction. Yep could relate to these genres of books.  In these works he found children leaving their ordinary world and going to some faraway place where they have to learn strange new customs and a strange new language. 
While he was in high school, Yep discovered and began writing science fiction.  At eighteen, Yep had his first short story published.  He was paid a penny a word by a science fiction magazine called World’s Fifth.  He continued to write and five years later he published his first novel, Sweetwater.   
The idea to write the 1976 Newbery Honor book Dragonwings came to Yep from a picture in his head of a plane flying over a hill.  This historical fiction book is about a boy who leaves China to live with his father in San Francisco and helps his father realize his dream of making a flying machine.  Yep wrote the last chapter of Dragonwings first and then he had to write the rest of the book describing why planes fly. 
Yep's work is deeply influenced and defined by his Chinese American heritage.  Yep chooses names for his characters from a variety of sources.  Some of the names are nicknames that he heard in Chinatown.  Sometimes, he likes the sound of a name or sometimes there’s a hidden meaning.  For example in Dragonwings, Ms. Whitelaw is actually “white law.”  Yep examines the Chinese immigrant experience from countless perspectives.  Some of the themes addressed in his books include writing about children's interest in assimilating as Americans; the relationships and conflicts between the generations; the struggle to fit in, to find identity, and to deal with discrimination.
All of Yep’s books are about Chinese culture because that is what Yep knows best.  Yep loves dragons and says that they are symbols of his creativity.   Dragons in Chinese mythology bring rain, so they are considered symbols of fertility.  
Yep’s father was a kite-maker and some of Yep’s earliest memories are of flying kites with his father.  His father learned how to make Chinese kites from the old timers in Chinatown. The kites were made from scratch using bamboo.  An interesting fact is that Yep’s father objected to the cover of Dragonwings.  He felt that the kite pictured on the cover didn’t really look like a kite.   He thought it looked like a sail for a type of Chinese boat.

Students will determine the meaning of general academic and domain specific words. A goal of the lesson is to foster independence in the students’ information seeking process.   
Teacher will model for students the online catalog and various ways to utilize the basic search features (keyword, author, subject, title and series).  In addition, the teacher will introduce Boolean terms (power search-using and, or, not), which helps students narrow their search terms. A kinesthetic exercise will be used to demonstrate Boolean operators.  For example, the girls stand up and then invite any student who went to Barnum Woods to also stand.  Students will see that the Boolean operator “and” expands your search.  Students will see that the Boolean operator “or” narrows your search.  Afterwards, students will be asked to partner with another student and fill out a worksheet.  Students will work with a partner to locate resources in Destiny and answer questions on the worksheet relating to the novel Dragonwings and author Laurence Yep.  Students will regroup and share their results.  Students will be assessed on their verbal responses and discussion points. The worksheet will be collected.  An exit ticket will be given to the students.

The Events and Places of that Time Period 
Laurence Yep’s Dragonwings takes place during the turn of the 20th Century. This section of the unit will focus on the historical events and places that were evident during the novel’s time period.  Topics covered include the Transcontinental Railroad, the 1906 San Francisco Earthquake and Alcatraz.  Students will analyze primary and secondary sources to make connections to the literature they are reading in English Language Arts.  They will interpret selected poems to gain a better understanding of that era. 


The Transcontinental Railroad
Student Learning Objective: Students can draw evidence from an article and compare this evidence to Dragonwings.  Students can identify the main idea of an article.
Learning Target: I can draw evidence and compare this evidence to Dragonwings.  I can identify the main idea of an article.

Lesson:
Students will analyze a primary source article pertaining to the Transcontinental Railroad.  The class will participate in a popcorn read of the article.  The class will participate in a brief discussion about the article after the popcorn read.  Students will then break into pairs to complete the questions that correspond to the article.  Students will be expected to make connections to their Dragonwings novel.

Transcontinental Railroad: A Primary Source Analysis Activity
Primary sources are firsthand accounts of an event or situation in history.  These accounts can be verbal (a quote, journal, or other written piece) or they may be visual (an image, sign, video…).  The person providing the information in the account actually lived through and experienced the history. This makes primary sources very important for understanding history. Still, you must consider the source, its relevance for the time period, the reliability of the account, and any bias that may be held by the person providing the information.I saw the Golden Spike driven at Promontory, Utah, on May 10th, 1869.  I had a beef contract to furnish meat to the construction camps of Benson and West… I also furnished beef for some of the Union Pacific Contractors.
The Golden Spike could have been driven a couple of weeks earlier than it was. But the two companies had settled on Promontory as the meeting place some days prior to the actual meeting… If the Union Pacific had crowded their work as hard as the Central Pacific did in the last two weeks the Golden Spike would have been driven a good many miles to the west. The Union Pacific employed white labor, largely Irish, and the central Pacific had Chinese labor.  The Irish and Chinese met on Promontory Hill… On the last day only about 100 feet were laid and everybody tried to have a hand in the work.  I took a shovel from an Irishman and threw a shovel full of dirt on the ties just to tell about it afterward.
A special train from the west brought Governor Leland Stanford of California and C.P. Huntington, Crocker, Hopkins and lots of California wine.  Another special train from the east brought Sidney Dillon, General Dodge, T.C. Durant, John R. Duff, S.A. Seymour, a lot of newspaper men, and plenty of the best brands of champagne. Another train made up at Ogden carried the band from Fort Douglas, the leading men of Utah Territory, and a small, but efficient supply, of Valley Tan.  It was a very hilarious occasion, everybody had all they wanted to drink all the time.  
California furnished the Golden Spike… When they came to drive the last spike, Governor Stanford, president of the Central Pacific, took the sledge and the first time he struck he missed the spike and hit the rail.
What a howl went up! Irish, Chinese, Mexicans, and everybody yelled with delight. Everybody slapped everybody else on the back and yelled “He missed it. Yee.” The engineers blew the whistles and rang their bells.  Then Stanford tried it again and tapped the spike and the telegraph operators had fixed their instruments so that the tap was reported in all the offices, east and west, and set bells to tapping in hundreds of towns and cities…Then Vice President T.C. Durant of the Union Pacific took up the sledge and he missed the spike the first time.  Then everybody slapped everybody else again and yelled, “He missed it, [too], yow!”
It was a great occasion, everyone carried off… When the connection was finally made the U.P. and the C.P. engineers ran their engines up until their pilots touched.  Then the engineers shook hands and had their pictures taken and each broke a bottle of champagne on the pilot of the other’s engine and had their pictures taken again. – Alexander Toponce
****FACT: In 1862 congress approved the building of the transcontinental railroad.  Seven years later, the golden spike was nailed in at Promontory Point, completing one of the greatest engineering feats of the time.

In the midst of the Civil War the US came up with a plan of building a railroad spanning the country. But with young men off fighting, the labor pool was sparse.  Trying to drum up workers for the new Transcontinental Railroad project, Central Pacific Railroad hired Chinese immigrants who had come to California to escape the poverty of their native land.  Within two years, 12,000 of Central Pacific’s 13,500 laborers were Chinese immigrants.

In the book Dragonwings by Lawrence Yep, it’s 1903 and Moon Shadow Lee, just 7 years old and longing for a father he never knew, lives and works on his family farm in China. Moon Shadow’s father is a kite maker who left to work in America. Eventually his father sends for Moon Shadow to come to America and live with him where he shares with his son his dreams of building an airplane and flying. Moon Shadow helps his father by corresponding with the Wright Brothers. They use the diagrams and letters to help his father build his glider and pursue his dreams. 
The father’s imaginings mirrored the many visionaries who came to Long Island to follow their dreams of flight, thus making aviation and Long Island’s history synonymous.

East Meadow students will feel a special connection to this unit since major events of the Golden Age of Aviation happened just a few miles from their homes. This unit will address the importance of Long Island’s legacy and the transformation of aviation from a risky hobby to a legitimate vehicle of transportation.  Students will explore the vital role Long Island played in man’s pursuit of flight, thus making the critical connection between literature and community.

The teacher will introduce the topic of aviation on Long Island with a brief slide show containing images of street signs from the Mitchel Field area. After students complete the entrance ticket, the instructor will show a brief video (3:27) highlighting aviation achievements on Long Island.  (Long Island Aviation    https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=8k4zeCnP6EQ)

Students will be introduced to pioneers such as Glenn Curtiss and Charles Lindbergh and places such as the historic Hempstead Plains and Mitchel Field, as well as Long Island’s wartime efforts and aerospace industries.  During the video, students will jot down any interesting facts, questions or make inferences on PostIts, which they will place on the table.  At the conclusion of the movie, the students will be encouraged to visit the tables and discuss with their peers what they have learned and found interesting.   This will lay the foundation for the library research component “Long Islander Take Flight.”  Students will be reminded that they will be choosing their topics next class.  (Support materials are on the following pages.)

This unit will require a minimum of five library research sessions. 
The students will be actively engaged in research for this component. After a brief discussion about the findings of the previous class, students will be asked to get into their groups.  Groups will be formed by subject interest.  Students will pick the topic that is on an index card posted on the bulletin board.  The backs of the index cards will contain guided questions for that chosen topic. This will help direct the students during the information seeking process. (See pages 66-67) 

The task:  
Students will be instructed that they are creating an interactive exhibit about Long Island, in particular Nassau County, and aviation. They will have to research their topic and prepare a display.  This protocol will utilize small-group collaboration, while making individuals 
responsible for the learning and when hosted, the teaching. (EngageNY)

They may use any media format, such as presentations in Microsoft 365, Google Slides or PowerPoint, iPad media, posters, handouts or brochures for this project.  The display must include images, at least one primary source and enough information on the topic so that patrons will have an understanding about this person/event or company’s contributions.  Students will have the opportunity to ask questions and discuss their findings. They will use the provided rubrics to assess their work and collaborating experience. 


The Exhibit: 
Students will be given the opportunity to share their findings during the museum walk. Presenters and patrons will rotate days so everyone has a chance to participate. Patrons will use the “Boarding Pass” to record their findings. At the end of the unit, student will gather to discuss what exhibits they found interesting. They will also assess their own exhibit and collaborative experience, using provided rubrics.

Suggested AIR (Accountable Independent Reading) books
The following titles were chosen because of their connection to Chinese Americans, aviation or the time period. 
The Lost Garden by Laurence Yep.  Laurence Yep didn't really where he fit in. He thought of himself as American, especially since he didn't speak Chinese and couldn't understand his grandmother, who lived in Chinatown. But others saw him as different in the conformist American of the 1950s. In this engaging memoir, the two-time Newbery Honor author tells how writing helped him start to solve the puzzle.
The Dragon’s Child: A Story of Angel Island by Laurence Yep.  Ten-year-old Gim Lew Yep immigrates from China to America with his father, whom Gim barely knows, and fears he will be a disappointment to his family when he arrives at Angel Island.
A different Kind of Hero  by Ann R. Blakeslee.  In 1881 twelve-year-old Renny, who resists his father's efforts to turn him into a rough, tough, brawling boy, earns the disapproval of the entire mining camp when he befriends a newly arrived Chinese boy.
The Iron Dragon Never Sleeps by Stephen Krensky.   In 1867, while staying with her father in a small California mining town, ten-year-old Winnie meets a Chinese boy close to her age and discovers the role of his people in completing the Transcontinental Railroad.
The East Dragon Awakes by Laurence Yep.  Eight-year-old Henry and nine-year-old Chin love to read about heroes in popular "penny dreadful" novels, until they both witness real courage while trying to survive the 1906 San Francisco earthquake.
In the Year of the Boar and Jackie Robinson by Bett Bao Lord In 1947, a Chinese child comes to Brooklyn where she becomes Americanized at school, in her apartment building, and by her love for baseball.

Child of the Owl by Laurence Yep  A twelve-year-old girl who knows little about her Chinese heritage is sent to live with her grandmother in San Francisco's Chinatown.
Airman by Eoin Colfe. In the 1890s on an island off the Irish coast, Conor Broekhart is falsely imprisoned and passes the solitary months by scratching designs of flying machines into the walls, including one for a glider with which he dreams of escape.
Race for the Sky: the Kitty Hawk Diaries of Johnny Moore by Dan Gutman. Ordered to practice his writing skills in the blank book his mother gave him, fourteen-year-old Johnny would rather go fishing near his home on North Carolina's Outer Banks and cannot think of anything important to write until two "dingbatters" from Ohio arrive in 1900 and try to build a flying machine.
