	Lesson Procedures:
Following a pre-test in the classroom, students will visit the Media Center to learn more about the Civil War. When the students arrive in the Media Center they will sit in the Instruction Zone. The students will watch a video 1 about a battle of the Civil War.
The Media Specialist will have posted large colorful construction paper around the classroom2 listing both accurate & inaccurate battles 3 of the Civil War. Students will be given different strips of construction paper with information that connects to the Civil War events and some that do not connect (facts about battles, just not all Civil War battles). Each group will choose information on the construction strips that matches the actual events on the large posters.  Students will be given books and a laptop to investigate the battles they are assigned.
