Multimedia project-based step by step lesson plan

1. Introduce Unit's Essential Questions to class.

2. Provide overview of Unit

a. Study questions

b. Discussion/lecture

3. Assign Essential Questions to groups

4. Provide more detailed information on each Essential Question for appropriate group for analysis, synthesis.

5. Assist groups in writing "thesis" type statement - answer to their Essential Question in one sentence.

6. Assist groups to use thesis statement to research and write group summary and graphic organizer.

7. Assist groups to assign individual areas of research to individuals in group.

8. Assist individuals in writing "thesis" type statement about their individual area of research.

9. Assist individuals in writing individual summary, again using thesis statement as their "road map", and finding images/multimedia to support their thesis.

10. Assist groups in writing Six Questions, one for each area of Bloom's taxonomy to be included on their class test. Evaluation question will be included in list of possible Open Responses.

11. Class uses research, study questions, and group summaries/organizers to complete test made up of group questions as well as teacher generated questions.

Students are assessed by:

a. Unit culminating test, mult. Choice/open response

b. Group work (with daily point sheets filled out within group) including summary, graphic organizer and Bloom's questions (see rubric)

c. Individual work (see rubric)
