Articulation Dice Practice Activity

Objective:  The child will correctly articulate error sounds at level appropriate to IEP goals.

Materials:  Purchased foam dice set available through supply catalogs.  These can also be made by covering a square tissue box with colorful paper and putting numbers 1-6 on sides.

Procedure:  I move the table and chairs in my speech room to make an open space.  Students sit in chairs at one end of the room.  When it is her turn, the child rolls one die into the open space (no tossing allowed!).  The number that is on top represents the number of times she says her word (or sound, phrase, etc.).  The children cheer for low numbers (less work) and I cheer for high numbers (more practice).  I sometimes impose topics with this activity also.  For example, after the child says her word three times, she must use the word in a sentence featuring today’s topic (zoo animals, community helpers, holidays, etc.).  You may also use both dice and subtract the small number from the large number to find the number of times the practice word is repeated.  Add review of concept words by rolling both dice and discuss “larger, smaller, before, after, older, younger,” etc.  This is a very simple but very popular activity.  There is no wasted time which makes it popular with me!
