Language and Articulation Practice Cards

Objective:   The child will generate sentences for articulation or language targets

Materials:  Cut ten flashcards of one color construction paper.  Write a topic on each card (Christmas, Halloween, pets, toys, etc.)  Cut ten more cards of a different color.  Write a target word on each card based on the IEP goals.  Cut nine more cards of a third color.  Put a question mark (?) on three of them, an exclamation mark (!) on three of them, and a period (.) on three of them.

Procedure:  Put three baskets on the table.  Each basket contains one color of cards.  (If students in the group are working on different target sounds or structures, each child may need his own basket of target words.)  The child chooses one card from each basket.  His task is to generate a type of sentence (interrogative, exclamatory or statement), using a target word, about the chosen topic.  For example, if the child chooses “rabbit,” “Halloween,” and “?” his sentence might be, “Did you dress up like a rabbit for Halloween?”  For variety have Johnny choose cards and pass them to Suzy for her to use.
