Christianity is the most popular religion in the United States today.  How did it go from a small group of Jesus’ followers in Israel to this enormous world religion?  Immediately after the death of Jesus, the Christians were simply one of many groups of Jews in Israel.  People in Israel at this time, however, had extremely little economic mobility.  The rich were extremely rich, the poor extremely poor, and rarely could a poor person become rich.  Christianity promises a better life in Heaven for anyone who accepts Jesus as the Messiah.  This idea had tremendous appeal among poor communities in Israel and the surrounding areas.  Many people converted to Christianity for this reason.

The Roman Empire and the Spread of Christianity:
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At the time of Jesus, Israel was not a free country; the Romans controlled Israel, parts of northern Africa, and most of Europe.  The Romans--you will remember--worshipped the gods of the Greeks.  As Christianity become more and more popular, the Roman emperors (kings) began to worry.  They worried that this group would become so powerful that they would overthrow the Roman empire.  For this reason, many Roman emperors persecuted and killed thousands of Christians. 

Christianity continued to gain followers, however.  In 313 CE the Roman emperor Constantine made a historic decision.  He converted (changed his religion) to Christianity.  Rome became a Christian empire, and most of its citizens became Christian as well.  His conversion spread Christianity throughout Europe, Asia, and Africa.
“From One into Many”
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Constantine’s church became known as the Catholic Church.  (Some people today call it the Roman Catholic Church for this reason.)  At the head of the Catholic church was the Pope whose job it was to make all final decisions on what it meant to be a Christian.  Over the next several centuries, different groups of people began to have problems with the Catholic church.  Some groups had problems with the Pope.  Others had problems with specific practices like baptism and being unable to get divorced.  Over time, many of these disagreements led to the creation of new denominations (groups) of Christians.   Today, in addition to Catholics, we have Anglicans, Lutherans, Methodists, Baptists, Presbyterians, Pentecostals, and many, many others.
