Nigeria’s Battle for Independence

Nigeria as a Non-Settler Colony:
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Both Kenya and Nigeria were once colonies that were controlled by the British (people from England).  Unlike Kenya however, Nigeria began its battle for independence as a non-settler colony.  Remember that in non-settler colonies, very few Europeans lived there.  Instead, a small number of settlers lived in the colony and collected cash crops from African workers.  The British would ship cash crops from Nigeria back to Europe and sell them at huge markup prices.


Like Kenya, Nigeria had many ethnic groups.  Nigeria’s three biggest groups were the Hausa-Fulani, the Yoruba, and the Igbo.  Unlike Kenya, Nigeria was a very large colony.  These ethnic could go long periods of time without interacting and often did not trust one another.
As the British Depart:

Because there were so few British settlers living in Kenya, it was far less difficult to get them to leave.  While Kenya had to fight a long, bloody war for its freedom, the British left Nigeria peacefully (for the most part).  The problem came afterward.  The British had divided Nigeria into three states (like our states in America), one for each of the three main ethnic groups.  Immediately, the three ethnic groups began to compete with each other for government money and for control over the nation’s natural resources.  In many parts of Nigeria, small pockets of one ethnic group were surrounded by members of other ethnic groups.  The smaller group felt threatened, and violence quickly broke out among Nigerians.

The Real Battle Begins:

In 1967 the Igbo ethnic group decided to split off from the rest of Nigeria and declare itself its own independent country.  (Remember that Dr. Martin Luther King was assassinated in 1968, so this is about the same time.)  In an effort to keep the country from breaking apart, the Hausa-Fulani and the Yoruba attacked the Igbo.  Civil war broke out in Nigeria.  (A civil war is any time people in the same country go to war against each other.)  The war was a bloody one in which tens of thousands of Nigerians died.  It continued until 1970, and even today, Nigeria is not the strong, healthy country that it could be.
