Hitler’s Rise to Power
Parliamentary Democracy in Germany:

Following World War I and before the rise of Hitler and the Nazi party, Germany’s government was what we call a parliamentary democracy.  In a parliamentary democracy (unlike our government in the US), there are many different political parties (not just two).  Here, the legislature (the part that makes laws) is called the parliament.  After each election, each party gets the same percentage of seats in the parliament as it did votes.  For example, if one party gets 25% of the vote, it gets 25% of the seats in the parliament.  This government has a president as well, and he is chosen by the party that has earned the highest percentage of the vote.
Hitler and the Beginnings of the Nazi Party:
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Hitler was an amazing public speaker.  He mastered all of the rhetorical techniques we studied earlier this year.  He was amazingly charismatic (care -- is -- mat -- ick): he had a tremendous ability to lead and motivate others.  His speeches drew thousands and thousands of listeners, and in these speeches he blamed the Jews for Germany’s defeat in World War I and for Germany’s current economic problems.  He spoke proudly of the superiority of the white, Aryan race over Jews and other minorities.  In election after election, the Nazis gained more and more seats in the German parliament.
From Democracy to Dictatorship: 
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In 1932 the Nazi party won 33% of the parliament (more than almost any other party), and Hitler held the position of chancellor, a position much like our vice-president.  Shortly afterward, the aging president of Germany died, and Hitler became the head of the government.  In a very shot time, Hitler transformed Germany’s democracy into a dictatorship.  He did away with freedom of the press, freedom of speech, and freedom of assembly.  He created special, secret police forces called the Gestapo and the SS.  These forces arrested and killed the leaders of the political parties that opposed Hitler.  The most terrifying part of Hitler’s rise to power, however, was the fact that most Germans cheered him on.  As he blamed the Jews for Germany’s problems and proclaimed the glory of the Aryan race, Germans were willing to give up their freedom of speech and their right to protest.
Hitler’s Beliefs:

Hitler did not keep his beliefs about Jews and other minorities secret.  He published a book entitled Mein Kampf (“my struggle”) in which he made clear his desire to rid Germany of its Jews.  In the same book, he claims that Germany’s task is to advance the superiority of the Aryan race.  Germany was to become a home for Aryans only.  Jews, Hitler believed, were like parasites: they had no country of their own and lived off of the countries of others.  For this reason, Hitler called the Jews an “anti-race.”
