Genocide in Rwanda - While the World Stood and Watched
Rwanda before the arrival of Europeans:
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The small, central African country of Rwanda is home to two major ethnic groups: the Hutus and the Tutsis.  About 85% of the country are Hutus while15% are Tutsis.  For hundreds of years these groups lived along side one another in relative peace.  Most practiced the same religion and spoke a common language.  However, Hutus and Tutsis often look slightly different from one another: Hutus are often shorter with darker skin while the Tutsis are usually taller with lighter skin.
Changes to Rwandan Culture during Imperialism:

Remember that European countries conquered nearly all of Africa during the late 1800s.  Belgium eventually took control of Rwanda.  The Belgians wanted to control Rwanda as a non-settler colony, and they began looking for a group of Rwandans who would follow their orders and help run the country.  The Belgians decided to use the Tutsis.  The Belgians believed that the Tutsis were superior to the Hutus because of their height and because of their lighter skin.  The Belgians began educating the Tutsis, giving them better housing, more food, and better equipment.  The Belgians issued identification cards that Rwandans had to carry at all times.  These cards identified Rwandans as either a Hutu or a Tutsis.  Many Tutsis began to feel superior to the Hutus.  During this time period, fighting between the Hutus and Tutsis became more and more common.
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Independence and Hutu/Tutsi Hatred:

In the early 1960s, Hutus successfully fought back  against the Tutsis and the Belgians.  Hatred for the Belgians often turned into hatred for the Tutsis because the Belgians had put the Tutsis in charge of parts of the government.  In 1962, the Belgians withdrew from Rwanda, and the Hutus took control of Rwanda’s new government.  Fearing for their lives, many Tutsis fled Rwanda to the nearby country of Burundi.  Here they organized an army called the Rwandan Patriotic Front (RPF).  The goal of the RPF was to make Rwanda safe for Tutsis (and Hutus).  Even after the Belgians withdrew, violence continued between the RPF and Hutus in Rwanda.  In the 1970s and 1980s, Rwanda’s economy weakened.  Hutus began blaming Tutsis for the country’s loss of jobs and loss of money.
Genocide Begins:
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On April 6, 1994 the Hutu president of Rwanda (Habyarimana) was shot down.  No one knows who shot down his plane.  Many Hutus in Rwanda quickly blamed the RPF.  Tutsis in the RPF claimed that they had nothing to do with it.  Quickly, Rwanda’s radio stations began urging Hutus to begin killing Tutsis.  Soldiers and policemen encouraged Rwandan citizens to murder Tutsis.  There were no gas chambers in Rwanda.  Instead, soldiers and citizens alike hacked to pieces the bodies of Tutsis using machetes (long knives).  They filled entire churches with dead bodies.  In less than a month, over 800,000 Tutsis and moderate Hutus were killed.
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While the World Stood and Watched:

The most disturbing part of Rwanda’s genocide was the fact that the US and other countries did nothing to stop  it.  President Clinton and other world leaders knew about the slaughter of Tutsis in Rwanda and let it continue.  What would you have done if you were the president of the US?  Is it our job to stop killing in other countries?  Would you have volunteered to join the army if it were ordered over to Rwanda?
