From Dynasty to Chaos:
The Revolution Brews
The Rise of the Warlords:

The Qing dynasty grew weaker and weaker as European countries seized larger parts of the China and as more of the Chinese grew addicted to opium.  The emperors grew weaker and weaker.  As they did so, powerful military generals grew in power.  Those who could control the army became more powerful than the emperor himself.  These generals eventually earned the name “warlords.”  The warlords built powerful armies for themselves and controlled large parts of China.  Once the last emperor of China gave up his thrown, the warlords were the only real authority in China.  The once powerful government bureaucracy (with the emperor at the top) was eventually replaced by a series of warlords who fought with each other.

Growing Foreign Power:

As the warlords seized some parts of China, Europeans continued to take parts of China for themselves.  The British ports of Shanghai and Hong Kong became important trading centers for European powers.  As European countries took more goods away from China, they grew more powerful as China herself grew weaker.  Japan began invading large parts of China.  The Japanese conquered all of Manchuria for themselves at this point in Chinese history.  The whole time … China was growing weaker.
Competing Chinese Political Parties:

This chaotic situation (powerful warlords, powerful Europeans, weak Chinese) made the Chinese incredibly unhappy.  Different groups began to emerge who thought they knew how to fix China’s problems (defeating the warlords and kicking out the Europeans).  A major group, called the Kuomintang (kwo -- min -- tang) wanted to turn China into a democracy like the United States.  Another group (which we will study in great detail for the rest of the week) were called the Communists.  At this point in Chinese history, the two groups (the Kuomintang and the Communists) often fought against each other.  We will see tomorrow which group proved victorious and why.
