Population Growth in the Developing World

The Population Explosion:
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The populations of developing countries (especially those in sub-Saharan Africa) are growing rapidly.  There are several reasons for this.  For hundreds of years, children died from disease shortly after being born.  In the last fifty years, healthcare in Africa has improved dramatically.  There are better doctors, better hospitals, and better medicines available to the public.  (Even though most developing countries lack quality hospitals, many still have access to these basic medicines.)  A common type of medicine called “antibiotics cures many diseases that were once fatal.


However, families are still used to having many, many children.  These families are still assuming some of their children will die of diseases.  As these children survive, families are getting much larger.  Finally, sanitation has improved.  Cities have better sewers and better systems for getting r id of garbage.  With better sanitation comes fewer diseases.  Families once had eight children, and four survived.  Now families are having eight children, and seven or eight are surviving.

The Effects of the Population Explosion:

So why is all of this population growth a problem?  As more and more children are born and grow up, it is harder and harder for developing countries to find jobs for all of these people.  As the population rises, so does unemployment.  Millions and millions of people in Africa have no way of earning money for themselves and for their families.  Worse, however, is the growing difficulty of finding food.  Feeding such an enormous population can be difficult, if not impossible.  Now, millions are starving in Africa.  Finally, the growing population is taking a toll on the environment.  As people look for farmland and for places to live, they are chopping down millions of acres of rain forest.  Thousands of unknown species of plants and animals are disappearing from the face of the earth.

Possible Solutions or Growing Problems?
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The developing world must find a way to fix its population problem, and today experts are suggesting a t least three different types of solutions.  First, groups can distribute condoms and other types of birth-control to developing countries.  Many people in the developing world do not have access to birth-control.  Second, groups can try to raise the education level of African countries.  In some countries, fewer than half of the population can read.  Today, “smarter” countries choose to have fewer and fewer children.  Third, some groups are searching for ways to help African farms produce more food.  Rather than fixing the population growth, they say, let’s try to feed the population as it grows.  Which of these solutions do you think will work the best?  Is there a solution that groups have not thought of yet?
