	Introduce topic of global warming through video: A Global Warning

Repeat video at least once – more if needed. 
Discuss video as class to determine what students already know.

	Elicit/introduce relevant vocabulary needed for comprehension of the reading text. In pairs students list all the word they can think of associated with global warming. List words on whiteboard. If students have not come up with all necessary lexis, teacher adds it to the list.
Ask pre-reading question. Allow students ample time to read text online.
Students read: Greenhouse Effect and Global Warming
Elicit answers to pre-reading question.
Students complete two sets of comprehension exercises (Short answer/Define words in context). 
Review answers with class.

	Introduce global impact survey: Your Global Footprint
Share my personal results with students.
Students take survey individually. Teacher assists as needed.
Elicit results from several students.
Team activity: In groups of 4, students brainstorm ways for their school to be more environmentally friendly.
Wrap up: students vote on best suggestions, review vocabulary, error correction

	Questions for post-video discussion:
What is global warming?

What causes global warming?

What are some of the possible effects?
How will global warming affect your life?

Pre-reading question: Which populations will be at greatest risk?

Introduction for global impact survey: If everyone lived the way I do, we’d need 4 planets! I was surprised, because I try to be environmentally conscious. 
Final team activity: Introduce phrase: Think globally, act locally. What can we do that will make our school more environmentally friendly? Remember that money is a factor. What can we do that is inexpensive and/or saves money?
