Materials Needed for This Lesson

-Flash cards for birds (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson23-PP1)

-Handout titled “Pájaros” (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson23-Handout1) 

-Prompts for dialogue (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson23-PP2)

Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Have students talk about what is needed or necessary to care for birds. Flash cards for birds (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson23-PP1) 
2. Activity 1: Students will need the handout titled “Pájaros” (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson23-Handout1).  Before reading the paragraph, tell the students to look over the page and to think about what this paragraph may be about and what type of information might be found in this article.  Next have the students identify cognates or words from the paragraph that they recognize or know.  List those words on the board.  Read the paragraph to the students.  Read the questions or ask for volunteers to read the questions.  Allow students to provide the answers.  Write the answers as a class.  Finally, read the paragraph together as a class.    
Activity 2: TPR review of animal vocabulary: perro, llama, cotorra, peces, conejos, tortugas, y iguanas.  Review Hace frío.  Hace calor. 
Activity 3: Create a T-chart for the animals reviewed in the last activity.

Activity 4: Lead the students in a discussion about why some animals make better pets for certain climates and areas of the world than do others and about the special care some animals require if they are not raised in their natural environment, i.e., tropical fish.
