Materials Needed for This Lesson

-Items necessary for the care of a pet, such as food dish, water dish, etc. or flash cards (Grade6-Unit3.Lesson21-PP1)

Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review of pets and using el/ ella/ ellos/ nosotros.  Begin by asking students to raise their hands if they own dogs, cats, rabbits, birds, fish, or turtles, etc.  As students raise their hands, ask questions about their pet.  

Examples: 

¿Cómo es tu conejo?




¿Qué color es?




¿Cómo se llama?
After the student responds, turn to the rest of the class and ask, ¿Quién tiene _____? S: El/ Ella tiene _____.  T: ¿Cómo es _____? 

Activity 1: Mantener y cuidar su mascota (How to maintain and care for your pet.)    

Vocabulary: correa (leash), cuello (collar), jaula (cage), caseta (kennel), veterinario (veterinarian), acuario (aquarium); verbs—dar (to
 give), cuidar (to take care of), llevar (to take), caminar (to walk), jugar (to play), limpiar (to clean), bañar (to bathe).

Choose one animal as an example.  You may want to refer back to your pet that you talked about last week.  Bring in items that are used to care for your pet or use flash cards from the PowerPoint.  Describe to your students all the things that are necessary to take care of an animal, such as feeding, bathing, exercise, visits to the veterinarian, etc. 
Activity 2: Select another animal and have students tell what is necessary to care for that pet.  Repeat as necessary.

Examples:




Cuido los gatitos.




Camino con mi perro.




Limpio el acuario.
Activity 3: Hand out the flash cards randomly to students and give the following directions:  Students must find others who have the same animal as they do and form a group.  The group should identify the pet, describe it, and tell three things needed to care for the animal.  Call on each group to present their information.   
Activity 4: (Writing Activity) Lead your students in a discussion on the proper care of a pet; then practice writing a paragraph giving instructions about pet care.

Example: 


Yo tengo un perro. Es muy importante cuidarlo.  Cada día tengo que darle comida y agua.  Tengo que limpiar la casa del perro.  Algunas veces tengo que bañar y cepillar mi perro.  El ejercicio es muy importante para las mascotas.  Me gusta caminar con mi perro.

5. Closure: Call on students and ask the students to identify an animal and name one thing they have to do to take care of the animal.  Flash cards from Lesson 16 may be used to challenge the students.
