Lesson Steps
1. Warm-up: Students greet the teacher and classmates.

· Greeting song (optional) or use your own songs or greeting activities. 
2.  Activity 2: 
· Show PowerPoint1 (G6-3.1-PP1), or make poster and place in the classroom, or use overhead to show students the pictures.
· Use TPR and create gestures for the new leisure-time vocabulary that follows:
leer, hablar por teléfono, ver la tele, jugar videojuegos, montar a caballo, jugar al     

volibol, al fútbol americano.
3.  Activity 3: 

· Show this site: http://www.bbc.co.uk/languages/spanish/talk/leisure/
[short video clip about people talking about sports and leisure activities they like]. 

· Or show PowerPoint (G6-3.1-PP2) about leisure activities in some Hispanic countries. Talk about each slide as you show the PP to the students. 

· Make a set of leisure time cards (G6-3.1-PP1) for pairs of students. They may use them for reference and during their conversation, described below.
· Divide the class in groups of two. Give each pair of students a “Mi tiempo libre favorito” (G6-3.1-H3) and a set of leisure activity picture cards.

Student A will ask: ¿Te gusta leer?  

Student B answer: Sí/ No me gusta leer.

Student A will record the answer in the “Mi tiempo libre favorito” sheet. They may write sí/no.  Resource students may draw a smiley face or a frown.
· After a while have all the students switch their roles. Student B will be asking questions and recording on the sheet.

4. Activity 4:  Extension for groups that have completed the activities above.

· Have students make a list of activities they do during the week and on weekends. Folio G6-3.1-H4: ¿Adónde voy durante el día y el fin de semana?
· Include their classes during the day (review class subjects and time), and activities after school and weekend.

· Example: A las 8:00 voy a la escuela, a las  8:30  voy a la clase de matemáticas.
Closure

· Give each student the “Mi tiempo libre” (G6-3.1-H2) sheet to complete for homework. Start a conversation in Spanish with the class about activities they do. 
· Teacher may also share some activities she/he does during a free time. If you have native speakers, start by asking them questions.
Praise the class. Good bye song – optional (lyrics sheet) or use your own

3. PowerPoint presentations can serve as good review sources and as initial input for students who return from an absence. 

4. PowerPoint presentations can also be printed out as posters to place in the room as visual reminders of vocabulary and phrases/expressions.

6. Heritage speakers:  

· Recreate a school schedule from their country or origin.  Share with the class information about their school, or write about it. Compare the two school systems.  

· Search the internet for photos of leisure time from their country, or ask the students to bring photos if they have any, or create a PP presentation and share with the
