1. A group of parents has written a petition to the school board demanding that To Kill a Mockingbird not be taught in St. John the Baptist Parish.  In their letter, they explain that the examples of racial intolerance and hateful language in the book make it inappropriate for high school students to study in class.  Based on your experience with the book, draft a response to the school board in which you explain why the book should remain on the curriculum.

2. What is the importance of empathy in To Kill a Mockingbird?  
3. How do the backgrounds of different characters in To Kill a Mockingbird influence the events of the novel?  What does this say about the effect of perspective on personal interactions?
4. What is Atticus’s relationship to the rest of Maycomb? What is his role in the community?
5. Discuss the role of family in To Kill a Mockingbird, paying close attention to Aunt Alexandra.
6. Discuss the author’s descriptions of Maycomb. What is the town’s role in the novel?
