FISH MUMMIFICATION -  DAY 1
Materials:

· Fish lab sheet

· a plastic container

· large box of baking soda (sodium bicarbonate)

· container of salt (sodium chloride)

· scale

SAFETY NOTE:  Be careful of the spines on the top of the fish.  Don’t get poked.

STEP 1 – Open up the fish as demonstrated by your teacher.

STEP 2 – Remove organs, seal them in plastic, and place in canopic jars.

STEP 3 – Mass the fish (without organs) and record weight on lab sheet.

STEP 4 – Write down some observations of the fish.  Is it shiny?  Dull?  
              Flexible?  Soft? What colors is it?  What do its eyes look like?
STEP 5 – Fill the plastic container about 2 inches deep with “natron” (baking 
              soda and salt).

STEP 6 – Place the fish on top of the “natron” in the container.  Pack the 
              body cavity with “natron,” then cover the entire fish with the 
              mixture.  The natron should be a couple of inches thick on the top 
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              and sides.
