Art Criticism Worksheet
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Describe: Compare the two landscapes, including subject matter, line, color, shape, value, and focal points.  
Analyze: How did the artists use the elements and principles of design to create their work?  Compare the artists’ use of spatial strategies (overlapping, size, placement, and color) to show depth of space. Compare how each artist used emphasis techniques (unusual, contrast) to create a focal point. 
Interpret:  What do you think is happening?  What do you see that makes you think so? Compare how the artists’ use of color reinforces the sense of space. How does their use of color support realistic or fantasy qualities?  Compare the artists’ use of unusual or unexpected imagery to convey the feeling of fantasy or imagination?  

Judgment:  Use your knowledge of color, spatial strategies, and emphasis to tell why each of these pieces is successful or not, as either a fantasy or realistic image.



Analyze:  How did each artist use the elements and principles of design to create their work? How are they used to create personal expression?
