Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Greet the students with the usual routine. Tell the students that today is the day that they present their menus to the cafeteria staff (to be played by their peers).  Allow the students about five minutes to get organized and prepared for their presentations.
Activity 1: Students will need the handout La evaluación para menús (Grade6-Unit1.Lesson18-Handout1).  Tell the students that they will be playing the roles of the cafeteria workers and that they will be evaluating the menus.  Review the evaluation form with the students.  It may be necessary to model and give examples.  Ask questions to make sure that the students understand their role.
Activity 2: Group presentations of school menu.
Closure: Thank the groups for their presentations. After the presentations collect the evaluation forms, the menus and the written presentations. Tell the students that as the supervisor for the cafeteria workers you will select a winner based on the evaluations.  The results will be posted on a designated bulletin board along with the menu, and the presentations, and pictures of the winning group.

You will also need to check that all parent permission slips have been collected for the next section of the unit.  Tell the students that for the next two to three weeks they will examine a

traditional holiday in Mexico, Día de los Muertos.  They will make comparisons to U.S. traditions and holidays. In the story, La sopa de piedra, we have talked about the role of food and the community. Students should consider the role that food plays in Día de los Muertos.
Close the class with your usual routine.
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
