Title:  Language Arts- Grammar- Adverbs 

Grade Level: 3rd
Objectives:  

· The students will be able to understand the part of speech- adverb

· Students will be able to identify adverbs within a sentences

· Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge of adverbs as words that describes verbs through a game of charades

· The students will be able to actively follow along, comprehend, and participate while viewing a video on adverbs from United Streaming

Materials:

· Tillie’s Tuba by Maria Fleming

· Adverb worksheets

· Lap-Top & TV

· Adverb/verb cards

· Adverb video from United Streaming

· Pencils and erasers

Instruction:  


I will be expanding on the concept of adverbs.  The students were introduced to adverbs during a prior lesson.   However, extra reinforcement is needed.  The lesson will begin with the students viewing an adverb video from United Streaming.  After completion of the video, the students will participate in a game of charades.  Each student will view a card with a verb on it and will need to demonstrate an adverb that describes that verb.  For example, if a child reads a card with the word “jogging” on it, they will need to demonstrate “jogging quickly.”   (A pile of adverb cards will also be available in case the students can not think of an adverb to coincide with the verb card.)   The rest of the class will participate in trying to guess which adverb is being demonstrated.    If the class is having difficulty acting out the adverbs, the variation I would incorporate would be placing the students in small groups and having a group act out a sentence with an adverb for other groups to identify.  In order to informally assess the understanding of adverbs one worksheet will be done with whole group participation and another will be completed independently.  

Closure:  The students will complete a worksheet independently so I can walk around the room and informally observe which students are still having difficulty and address those needs.  We will read the book, Tillie’s Tuba  and have a discussion about how students were able to identify adverbs.  An adverb worksheet will be given as homework for extra reinforcement.
