Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review and compare your community and the target community using the definitions learned in the previous lessons montaña, río, lago, volcán, bosque, selva, playa, isla and océano, península, golfo, parque nacional and zona ecológica; use flashcards, maps and/or TPR. 
Activity 1: Introduce students to the new vocabulary by showing the Power Point / flash cards (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson4-PP1) of the animals of Costa Rica.  Introduce the names of the animals along with a TPR action.   Have students describe general information about the animal such as what the animal eats; where it lives; what covers its body: skin, fur, feathers, etc.; what features does it have as a form of protection.  
Activity 2: Students will need the map of their state (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson1-Handout1) and that of the target community, Costa Rica (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson1-Handout2).  Guide the students in a discussion about the differences/similarities in land forms and whether or not we find the animals of Costa Rica in Wyoming.  Ask students if they know why most of the animals of Costa Rica are not found in Wyoming.

Activity 3: Show the Power Point/ flash cards of Yellowstone (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson4-PP2).  Introduce the names of the animals along with a TPR action.   Have students describe general information about the animal such as what the animal eats; where it lives; what covers its body: piel (skin), pelaje (fur), plumas (feathers), etc.; what features does it have as a form of protection: garras (claws), colmillos (fangs), etc.  Once again ask the students why many of the animals found in Yellowstone are not found in Costa Rica.
Activity 4:  Choose two animals from Costa Rica and two animals from Wyoming.  Write the name of the animals and a brief description for each one and an explanation of why the animal lives in its region.
