Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review with students the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake. 
Activity 1: Review vocabulary: el Bombero, el Policía; los lugares de trabajo--Estación  
 de Bomberos, Estación de Policía; verbs—apagar, rescatar, salvar, prevenir, controlar, cuidar, ayudar.

Activity 2: Review the description about the fireman.  Focus on the section about educating people about fires.  Ask the students if we practice fire education in the school?  
                             ¿Practicamos prevención de incendios en la escuela?
                              ¿Me puede mostrar alguien qué hacer si hay un fuego?
Once a student (or students) pantomimes fire evacuation safety, label the actions with a rule for evacuation procedures. 

List the rules to follow for a fire evacuation.
 Example:

1.
Hacer fila (Make a line)

2.
Estar callados  (Be quiet)

3.
Caminar rápido (¡No correr!) (Walk quickly.  Don’t run!)

4.
Estar juntos (Keep together)
5.
Listos para mas instrucciones (Ready for more instructions) 

Activity 3: Hand out a school map.  Identify where you are now and where you would need to go in the event of evacuation.  Do this with several locations in the school, such as the library, the gym, etc.  Ask the students: ¿Dónde estas? ¿A dónde vas? Use a different color to identify evacuation routes from different locations.  Have the students turn their paper over and write the five rules for the evacuation procedures. 
Activity 4: Introduce the following words: el departamento de seguridad, el departamento de salud, el departamento de educación.  This can be done by identifying cognates (security/ education), and associating an action for salud (good/ bad health).
Return to the ¿Quién eres? Handout (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson15-Handout2) and fill in the section for ¿Para cuál departamento trabajas? for el bombero and el policía.
Homework Assignment: Students draw a picture that could be used as a symbol to represent each department. Collect the pictures and the class votes for the best symbol.  Laminate the chosen pictures and use as flash cards.   Students can also create a symbol for each profession.  
Closure: Ask students the following question: ¿Qué hace el bombero/ el policía?
Notes to the Teacher

Extension Activity
Students prepare posters and a presentation for kindergarten-second grade associated with fire safety at school.  The sixth graders role play evacuation procedures and name the five rules for evacuation.  The sixth graders then practice the five rules of evacuation procedures with the students in Spanish.  

**This activity is good if you have Heritage speakers in your school, especially at the primary levels.  Your students can be divided into small groups and farmed out to the primary classes to do a presentation for evacuation procedures.  Having the sixth graders explain and practice the rules with the children will assist the Heritage speakers in understanding the importance of these rules.  The sixth graders can leave the poster in the class for the benefit of the Heritage speakers.
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
