Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review with students the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake.
Review: Designate one side of the room as Verdad, the other side as Falso.  Choose ten students to stand in the center of the room.  Explain to the students that are standing that you are going to read some statements about each profession.  The students walk to the side of the room that they think is the correct answer.  The students that are seated answer with a thumb up or a thumb down.  Rotate students that are standing with those that are seated after each profession.  Use the Teacher Resource sheet (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson21-TeacherResource1).
Interpersonal Assessment

Set-up: Tell students that they are news reporters and have been sent out by the school newspaper to interview our community heroes.  The only problem is that every person that they are interviewing only speaks Spanish, so they will need to use their questioning skills to get their story.  
Students should be in pairs and will need the Interpersonal Assessment Handout and a die.  Students take turns rolling the die and asking questions beginning with the word that was rolled.  Students document the information from the interviewee on the handout.  
Closure: If there is time remaining, ask for volunteers to say who they were and briefly describe their profession.
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
