Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Students use the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake.

Quiz  
Directions:

Tell the students the following sentences one at a time, and ask them to draw the buildings and label them in Spanish on the sheet.  Let the students know that they will need to make their drawings small as there will be a lot of information on their sheet when they finish.  For this reason it is very important that the students label everything.  
Read number 1 and demonstrate for the students.
Note: Students may use student generated glossary to assist with spelling.
1. El banco está cerca del parque.

2. La iglesia está detras del banco.

3. El supermercado está lejos del parque.

4. La escuela está al frente del supermercado.

5. El restuarante está al lado del supermercado.

6. La panadería está encima de la pastelería.

7. La farmacia está cerca del rió.

8. La plaza de toros está al lado del lago.

9. El estadio está cerca de la plaza de toros.
10. La zapatería está lejos del hospital.

Read through the sentences once more as students quickly check their work.
Students turn in quizzes. 
Preparation for Presentational Assessment

Use the teams already created in Lesson 25.

1) Students create a Treasure Hunt game using the map skills and vocabulary learned in this unit. Refer to Lesson 23 if necessary.

2) Each group will need to write simple instructions to help game participants locate the treasure.

Students are given the rest of the class time to organize and prepare their Treasure Hunt games for other teams to play in Lesson 30.
