

Dear Students,


You are about to embark on the scavenger hunt of a lifetime!  This scavenger hunt is meant to enhance your trip to Philadelphia, and help you to see things in a way you may not have without the lens of a camera.  Be sure that as you hunt, you are not only focused on the things you are taking pictures of, but also the wealth of information that is all around.  Read signs, look at buildings, discover details – all of this will provide you with the best trip you can possibly have!  There are a few ground rules, so make sure you read carefully!


1.  You DO NOT need to do the clues in order, in fact, I would suggest you use the map and your current location to decide where to go next.


2.  Make sure you do not take pictures anywhere that is not allowed.  To my knowledge, the only place 

    
     photography is FORBIDDEN is in the Constitution Center.


3.  Make sure you take notes about every picture you take in your mini-notebook.  For example:

4.  When in doubt, read the clues on the map to figure out where you’re going.


5.  Park rangers are a good resource if you have a question that you don’t know the answer to!

Clue 1:  Go to the place where you can “hear” freedom ringing.   The sound may be a little off because of a giant crack. Go inside and take a photo of the symbol with your group.
Answer:  
1.  What does this symbolize?

2.  Where and when was it made?

Clue 2:  Find the place where our national currency is coined, you may find that it resembles the taste of candy canes.  Take a photo outside this place.  Make sure the name is visible.

Clue 3:  In the Signer’s Hall of the National Constitution Center (Where we will be after lunch) – take the following pictures:


1.  Take a picture of your group with the delegate from NY.  


What is his name?


2.  Pose with our first president.

3.  Take a picture with our school’s namesake.  HINT – He’s from 

     PA!

Clue 4:  Find the tomb of the man who discovered electricity by hanging a key off of a kite.  Take a picture of it.  (Remember to be especially respectful here, it is a graveyard!)

Answer:  Why do you think they leave pennies on his grave?

Clue 5:  People like Mary Dyer and William Penn would have worshipped in this place.  Take a picture of it from the outside and then go inside and describe what you notice.
DESCRIPTION:

Clue 6:  The First Continental Congress met here in 1774.  Oddly enough, not many of the representatives were “wood-workers”!  Take a photo of the outside, and go in and take a look around!

What is the name of this place?

Clue 7:  Approach the bench at this location and see where the first trials were held in the new United States.  Take a picture both inside and out!
Clue 8:  Wander over to Franklin Court and find out more about one of Philadelphia’s most famous former inhabitants.  Go inside and see his old belongings.  Take a picture of one that you find especially interesting.
Clue 9:  This man was our first president under the new Constitution.  Pose with him!

Clue 10:  Don’t forget to take a picture of the National Constitution Center.  It’s one of our major stops today!
Clue 11:  You’ll be touring this place later in the day.  Take a picture of the place that many important decisions about our country were made!

Clue 12:  While touring Independence Hall, take a shot of the inside.  There are 2 important rooms!  Make sure you write down why they were important!
Clue 13:  Your chaperone is feeling left out; don’t forget to have a “Kodak” moment with him/her!
Clue 14:  No good story would be complete without a photo to commemorate the journey.  Take a picture of your mode of transportation.

Clue 15:  Out of things to do?  Check out the Independence Visitor Center.  They have videos you can watch and an exhibit!

Use the rest of your photos to take pictures of things you find interesting.  You can be as artistic as you like, but be sure all of the photos you take are APPROPRIATE!
