	What is it?: Have students sit in a circle. Place a tablecloth or blanket over their legs and have them put their hands underneath. Explain that the teacher will be passing an object under the blanket and that the students will pass it around the circle. No peeking!! Once EVERYONE has had a chance to feel the object, then the teacher will ask for volunteers to guess what it is IN SPANISH!.
