Safe Surfing – An Internet Introduction: Spring 2008

Homework Assignment - Week 3 (Due 3/26/2008)
If f all goes well, each of these steps should take no more than fifteen or twenty minutes. If you run into a problem, please email your SGL.

1. Use your bookmark (favorite) to go to the PC101 eBoard. If you haven't yet bookmarked the eBoard site, use this URL address: http://pc101.eboard.com
You can either "click" on it (or, hold down the control key and then click on it), or you can cut'n'paste it into the address box in your browser. By the way, if you do that, when the Log on page comes up asking for your password, bookmark it (add it to your favorites).

Remember the password is: "bolli" - All lower case and no quote signs.
2. Click on the "Lesson Plans" tab at the top of the bulletin board. Then, click on the "Week 3 (3/19/08)" note on the board. The note will open up, and at the bottom are two attachments. One of them says, "Safe_Surfing_Lesson_3_Revised.pps" (Week 3 Presentation). Click on it, and when the pop-up asks you what to do, say "Open". Then Wait. Keep waiting... it will take a minute for the presentation to open. When it does, go thru it page by page. You can advance from one page to another by depressing the space bar, or the down arrow key, or the "Page Down" key. You can go back a page with the "page Up" key, up arrow, or "Backspace" key. You can make the whole presentation disappear by pressing the "Esc" (Escape) key... but don't do that. I want you to go through the whole presentation, screen by screen, and review. Make a note of anything that you're not quite sure of, and we'll review it in our Q&A session. There's a couple of exercises in the presentation that we'll try in class.

3. Here you are… Item #3. You might find it easier to print this first & then begin. 

Open your browser.
a. Key the following in your address box in the browser: "yahoo.com" (without the quote signs), or if you want to be precise: http://www.yahoo.com, but you only need to enter "yahoo.com" and your browser can fill-in the rest. The Yahoo! Search window will be presented to you. There's a box for you to fill in your "search argument" (that's what techies call the thing you want to search for); above it are some controls (Web | Images | Video| Local | Shopping | more v ), and there's a highlighted button that probably says "Web Search". If the button doesn't say "Web Search", click on the "Web" control. Now it will say "Web Search".
b. Key the word "rutabagas" (no quotes necessary) into the search argument box, and click on "Web Search". Can you believe it, there only 570,000 items returned to you about rutabagas. You'd think there be at least a million... such an interesting vegetable.
c. Now click on the control "Images" - you should see about 500 pictures of rutabagas... if you see one that is especially attractive, click on it, but don't follow down that path to far, or you won't be able to finish this part of the homework. If you did click on a picture, now click your back arrow to get back to the search page. 
d. With "rutabagas" still in the search window, click on the control 
"video"; then skip over the control "local" and click on "shopping". Wanna buy a rutabaga? If that brings to mind a catch phrase from Joe Penner, see if you can find out more by replacing ["rutabagas"] with ["wanna buy a duck?" + "penner"] and clicking on the "Web" or "Images" 
control. 

If you're too young to know about Joe Penner, do the exercise anyway.
4. One last thing: Search for anything that you're interested in. Names, Places, People, Things past & Present. Just key it in to the search box and try a Web search; or, Images search; or Video, whatever. Have fun.
