Keeping in view the basic structure of English Language being SVO, the important parts in sentence building are Subject, Verb, and Object.

1. Subject is always either a noun or a pronoun.  A noun can be countable or uncountable, singular or plural, feminine or masculine, and a pronoun can also of any person or case. Why we need to know all about the subject in detail. It is very important to note that subject needs to be in agreement with the verb. In short we can say that a subjects affects the verb to have a form in agreement with it.  It means that singular subjects take singular verbs (base + s/es added form) and plural verbs take plural verb (base form of the verb) 

2. Noun. The naming words. The name of a person, place, thing or idea.
A. Proper noun, the proper or particular place, person or thing.

B. Common Noun, the common or ordinary persons, places or things.

C. Abstract Nouns, the names of ideas, gestures, feeling.

D. Collective Nouns the names of the collection working as one body.

E. Compound Noun, the names that we get after joining two words together.
