Power Standards for Seventh Grade

Standard 1: History
· 1.1 & 1.2 Compare and contrast events and leaders of other nations and their interaction with the United States and specifically Connecticut.
· 1.1 Compare and contrast similar events at different moments within US history including conflict, diplomacy, and expansion.
· 1.2Describe how the prior historical events led to the development of the Declaration of Independence, Articles of Confederation, Constitution and the Bill of Rights.
· 1.3Analyze how specific individuals and their ideas and beliefs influenced each region of the United States.
· 1.3Describe the influence of the slave trade on American social institutions.  
· 1.3 & 1.6 Evaluate the impact of various immigrant groups on the culture of the United States.

· 2.2 Formulate historical questions based on primary and secondary sources, including documents, eyewitness accounts, letters and diaries, artifacts, real or simulated historical sites, charts, graphs, diagrams and written text
· 2.3Apply critical reading skills to gather evidence, assess point of view, and compose an expository essay to describe a social studies event or issue.
· 2.4 State and defend a point of view by using relevant evidence.

· 2.5  Use visual means (e.g., charts, maps, graphs) to compare two historical events within the same region.
