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· Grade Teams (teacher, counselor and administrator) schedule classified students by hand prior to other scheduling.

· Max of 6 classified students in a co-taught class 

· Range for self-contained class is 6 – 13. Average class size is 7 or 8.

· CMS staff = 77. 46 regular ed, 13 sped, 18 unified arts

· Very limited modifications are made to courses.  Adaptations are made.

· Co-teachers are highly qualified and teach within a department.  They are not assigned to a team.  They are teachers of record.

· Most special ed teachers have both self-contained and co-taught classes.

· Every special ed teacher has an EA.  When not supporting a self-contained class, the EA can be assigned to support a mainstream class or other duty.

· No special criteria for placing students.  Teacher recommendations are valued.

· There was no special training received going into co-teaching. 

· Co-teaching classes exist for Math & English.  Very few co-taught classes in science & SS.  All reading is self-contained taught be reading specialist.

· Resourcing students in mainstreamed classes is primarily the responsibility of the regular ed teacher.

· In most classes students are grouped in quads using Kagen. 

· Activity period at the end of everyday can be used for resource.  Must be identified group, formalized.  Not an on the spot decision for extra help for test….

· Michelle, “Our students get the best of our curriculum”

· Progress monitoring during activity period

· After school help begins during the second MP. Teachers are paid from grant.

· Homework can only count 10 or 20% of grade.

· Special ed teachers do not have homeroom responsibilities.

· Many references to benchmarks during the day.

· Fewer levels of courses. One advanced math class, all others were math 6.  All SS and Science heterogeneously grouped.

· Extra math (grade 6, 45 days out of social studies) 

· Extension math ???

· Co-teachers seem to function very similar to what we do.  Combination of shared responsibilities, lead and support, working with individual students….   .  All partners seemed to be comfortable together.  

· In two cases, classes were split and the had to cover two classes with an EA added.  The special ed teacher and the aide split the classes for a week at a time.  All stated that this method was not as effective as having full time co-teachers.
