A framework for designing technology integrated classroom activities and a shared language for teachers

2nd Grade -  Dinosaurs
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Invitation (Essential Question):  How do Paleontologists use fossils to determine what were dinosaurs like long ago?

Tasks – Students will conduct research in the classroom with a partner on their assigned dinosaur. They will compile their research and create a report in the form of Comic Life, which will include photographs and important detail pertaining to their dinosaur. 

Standards – 

2Es3.d = Students know that fossils provide evidence about the plants and animals that lived long ago and that scientists learn about the past history of the Earth by studying fossils.

21E4.b = Scientific progress is made by asking meaningful questions and conducting careful investigations. As a basis for understanding this concept and addressing the content in the other three strands, students should develop their own questions and perform investigations.

Interactions – Students work in groups of 2 or 3 to develop collaborative groups. They research their specific dinosaur, record information, and work collaboratively on Comic Life in the school computer lab.
