	 Ask who can remember what Salsa means. Where does it come from? Can anyone name one of the instruments that we use to play salsa music?  Call on students until all questions have been accurately answered. Have the entire class repeat the correct answer in unison and give the students who answered correctly clam claps.

Explain that today we will be learning how to dance a few Salsa Steps with a partner!

Show video that introduces what Salsa Dancing looks like- emphasize that this is a video of KIDS not much older than you !!

Elaborate
	Ask: “Can girls dance with boys? Yes! Can boys dance with girls? Yes! Can boys dance with boys? Yes! Can girls dance with girls? Yes! We are all friends.” 
Assign each student a dancing partner and remind them that they are to give their partner a thumbs up and a smile.
Use one pair of helpers to demonstrate Starting Position arms (arms on one side are resting on their partner’s shoulder, holding hands with elbows locked on the other side, chins up like kings and queens….and SMILE!)

Explain that you and your partner are like each other’s mirror. If your foot moves to one side, so does your partner. Have students practice moving their feet to one side, center, then the other side, center. Make sure they are mirroring each other.

Have students follow you while you demonstrate a very simple side to side step: start by just gently tapping the floor with your foot on the right and placing back into the center, then repeating on the left. Repeat until 90% of the students have grasped this movement, then explain that next we will add a little bit of hip. Tap your foot out to the right and swing your hip slightly saying “A little bit of hip”, then bring the foot back to the center. Repeat on the left. Have students follow you. Increase the tempo and have students count along with you.

Add music: “Rebelión” by Joe Arroyo is the perfect tempo for this age and ability level.
