	-Aesthetics: 1.B.3, Creation & Performance: 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, 2.4, Elements & Principles: 3.1, 3.2, History & Culture: 5.B.1


	Objective


	-Create artwork out of objects that would normally be thrown away to build a city.
-Each student will create a piece of the city.

-Artwork will be displayed together and all the pieces will create a city.

	Key Points


	-Recycling
-Sculpture

	Opening



	-Teacher will ask students what they can do with items instead of throwing them out.
-Students should have received a homework assignment to bring in recycled materials to use on their projects.
-Students are to think of what they want to create and they should think of all the parts of the neighborhood.

	Introduction of New Material


	-Teacher will show her example project and will explain how it was made out of materials that were otherwise thrown away.

-This is recycling, making something new out of something old.
-Teacher will explain that there are 2 types of artists, one that knows exactly what they want to make first and makes it happen with the materials available and the other is the type that looks are the materials first and then decides what they want to create, and that it’s ok to be either type.

-As a group, we will brainstorm all the parts of the city and what makes a good community.

-Students will pick one of those parts of the community to build.

	Guided 

Practice


	-Teacher will show students the materials they can use and will discuss how to cut and glue each type.
-Some objects are harder to cut and they should raise their hand and ask the teacher to help them start cutting.

-Some objects don’t stick with glue alone and teacher will demonstrate how to use tape to hold things in place.

-Everything will be attached to a cardboard base.

	Assessment


	-Teacher will be circulating the room checking for understanding.

	Independent

Practice


	-After recycle cities are built, teacher will spray projects with primer.
-Students will then have a chance to paint their projects to make it look like a real city.

	Closing/Evaluation/

Homework


	-Students will have two grades, one for the building aspect where they will be graded for creativity and structure, and the other for the painting aspect where they will be graded for neatness and creativity.
-Teacher will explain how each person’s piece is different and original, and we will be putting these pieces together to create a whole city to display at earth day.
