	Lesson Objective
	SWBAT: Synthesize three important campaign tools used in running for office by creating a campaign ad and a campaign pamphlet. 

	Lesson Procedures
	I. Do Now – review of previous day’s material.
II. Word Wall – kinesthetic review of all terms covered since the beginning of the term, focusing on the most recent material.
III. Intro to New Materials – Teacher will ask students to recap what they learned yesterday about the first step in the electoral process, nominations.  Teacher will then segue into today’s lesson by explaining the three main campaign tools which candidates use to run for office.  To explain endorsements, the teacher will elicit from students some examples they know of endorsements (i.e. sports stars and shoes).  Next, the teacher will show two political ads, 1 from the Bush campaign and 1 from the Kerry campaign, to explain the concept of advertising and image molding.  Finally, to explain the concept of canvassing, the teacher will ask the students if anyone has ever come knocking on their door trying to sell them something, just like a candidate would use his campaign workers to knock on doors for votes.
IV. Guided Practice – The teacher will explain that the students will now be practicing these techniques on their own, using the candidate which they created yesterday.  The teacher will show them examples of both a campaign pamphlet and a campaign ad and go over the rubrics of how both will be graded.

V. Independent Practice – Students will practice using these campaign techniques.  Teacher will monitor progress and assess for understanding.
VI. Closing – Students will answer a Journal entry answering whether or not they would ever want to work for a political campaign.  This is a reflection Journal and not an assessment.
