Steps for Success

1. Questioning: Each member of the group should share one question they created from the reading the day before. Give everyone a chance to give a thoughtful response.

2. Reading: Begin reading your assigned chapters for the day. Pace yourself. Determine how each person will read in the group. You can read silently or out loud.

3. Reactions: Stop at the end of each page or two to discuss what you read. Share your reactions and thoughts.

4. Chapter Titles: At the end of each chapter, write down a title you would like to give it, based on the information you read. This should be done individually, and then you can share in your group.

5. QAR: When you are finished reading for the day, complete your assigned questions in your packet. Be sure to create the questions that have been asked of you.

6. Discussion Questions: At the end of your reading for the day, complete the discussion question for the day’s readings. Be sure to include part of the question in the answer.

7. Be enthusiastic about your reading and discussion. Stay

focused and work hard!
