	LINK:  Here is how you will apply this in your own reading…

Night belongs to the “memoir” genre, which means that Elie Wiesel, the author, is also the narrator.  This is his account of his experiences during World War II.  Before beginning the novel, a good reader would preview the text by reading the back of the book.

After you have previewed the text, you should complete the following tasks in order:

· Read pages 3 – 11 in Night by Elie Wiesel (until the words “…Then came the ghettos.”).

· Code the text as you read.

· Use the glossary to define unfamiliar words (ie: Beadle, Hasidic, Kabbalah, Zohar, Talmud, Anti-Semitic, Ghetto)

· After reading, plan your response to the open-ended question below.

· Read and code your literature circle novel.
