
First-person point of view:  The narrator is a character in the story.  He or she uses “I” or “we” to tell the story from his or her perspective.
Third-person point of view:  The narrator is NOT a character in the story.
· Third-person omniscient point of view:  The narrator knows the thoughts and feelings of all characters in the story
· Jahmir kicked on Dyshell because he thought it would be funny.  Dyshell felt angry and sad and began to pout.
· Third-person limited point of view:  The narrator knows the thoughts and feelings of one character in the story
· Jahmir kicked on Dyshell because he thought it would be funny.  Dyshell pouted.
· Third-person objective point of view:  The narrator does NOT know the thoughts and feelings of characters in the story
· Jahmir kicked Dyshell.
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
