Each lab write-up should include the following information:  


(NOTE: Every lab may require slightly different sections.)





(The underlined words are all parts of the “scientific method.”)





Title			A scientific title for the lab (you should be able to tell what you 


			are measuring from the title)





Purpose		A question or statement of what you hope to find out in this lab


			“The purpose of this experiment is to…”





Variable/Control	In this section, you will identify the variables & describe how you 


are maintaining a controlled experiment (how are you helping limit 	the errors you cannot control?)





Hypothesis		A thoughtful prediction of the results you might expect.  


(include support why you think so … “because…”)





Materials		A list (include quantity) of what you will need to complete this lab  





Procedure	A step-by-step sequence of what you will do in lab  (Number each step and be detailed & clear.)  





Data/Observations	May include:  


A list of observations (qualitative & quantitative) 


A chart or table of measurements - USE UNITS!!


Any calculations


Graphs





Post-Lab Questions	Answer each question clearly and in complete sentences.  Use data from the lab when necessary to support your answers.  





Conclusion	Summarize your findings from the lab in a few sentences.  You should refer to the purpose and your hypothesis and make sure you explain what you learned.  If you had any potential sources of error, this is the place to discuss them.
