LESSON PLAN
Subject: General Knowledge

Topic: Small Animals

Class : I
Objectives
Students will be able to:

· Develop an understanding of the similarities and differences between varieties of small creatures. 

· Become aware of the need for observation and attention to detail 

· Foster attitudes of caring and protection and develop a positive attitude towards conservation.

Skills Development

· Sorting and classifying. 

· Recognizing different creatures. 

· Finding information. 

· Using written and oral recording skills.

· Caring for and looking after a variety of creatures.

· Applying closely-observed knowledge to artwork and drama.

Period 1

Preparation
Before starting the unit, Teacher will provide the following materials:

· flash card of insects 
· a variety of reference charts (to stick on the b/b)
Being a Good Observer

Teacher will distribute the flash cards to the students and ask them to look your card carefully and teacher will encourage closer examination by asking appropriate questions:

Q:    What colour is it?  

Q:    How many legs does it have?  

      Ans: It has 6 legs. 

Q:   How big is it in real, compared to a five rupee coin?

Ans: It is smaller than a coin 

Q:     Where do you find it? 

Ans:  It is found in garden, soil, plants and on the wall or everywhere in the 

     world.

Q:     How does it move? 

Ans: It crawls 
Q: Does it fly?

Ans: yes












Q: What does it usually have to fly?

Ans: wings

Q: Does it have babies?

Ans: yes

· Then teacher will ask the name of these creatures to the students and will write on the b/b

· And will introduce the word “insects” for those small animals.

Peiod 2

· Recapitulation of insects will be done by asking these questions:

1. What do usually insects have to fly?


Ans: They have wings to fly.

2. How many legs do they have?

Ans: They have 6 legs.

3. Do they have babies?

Ans: Yes they have babies. 

4. Where do you find them?

Ans: They are found everywhere or in garden, homes, plants, water and air
· After the recapitulation teacher will discuss few other small animals with the students for example: snake, lizard, frog, bird and squirrel, by asking these questions.  
1. Where do we find them?

· Snakes found on sand or  in water

· Lizards found in our homes, on trees or in garden. 

· Frogs found in ponds.

· Birds found on trees, in garden or on sky.

1. What do they eat?

· Snake eats bird’s egg and rats

· Lizard eats flies and different  Insects

· Frog eats flies

· Birds eat seeds, fruits, vegetables and caterpillars

· Squirrel eats seeds, nuts and fruits  

2. Do they have babies?

Ans: yes they have babies.                                         




Period 3:

· Recapitulation of insects and small animals will be done by asking above mentioned questions.
Oral activity 
The activity will start by introducing small animals with running, creeping, jumping and flying.

Teacher will select few students to come and act on the above actions

· Image:  Running 

(Student will show quick movement, taking light steps from space to space with sudden statue stops and changes in direction.)

· Image: Creeping 

(Student will show slow, light, stretched steps on feet.)

· Image: Jumping 

(Student will show jumping movement from two feet to two feet.) 

· Image: Flying

(Student will show running stretched up and bent over, with elbows representing wings held above the rest of the body. Arms will flutter fast.)

Teacher will introduce pauses and moments of stillness in the end.
Period 4:
· Teacher will write the questions on the board.
After the discussion students will write the answers of the following questions.

Q.1: What are insects?

Ans: Insects are very small living things and they usually have six legs.

Q.2: What do insects usually have to fly?

Ans: Insects usually have wings to fly.

Q.3: Write four names of flying insects:
Ans: Butterfly, honey bee, mosquito, cockroach,                                                                                 
Period 5:

· Teacher will write the questions on the board.
After the discussion students will write the answers of the following questions.

Q.4: Where do we find insects?

Ans: Insects can be found everywhere in the world.
