VIDEOCONFERENCE OUTLINE

I. Opening Remarks (3 minutes)

GNG Moderator opens the videoconference and thanks all participants and introduces all of the interactive sites.  Moderator provides a brief overview of program and GNG-Cloud Institute partnership. Moderator reminds students about the basic rules of videoconferencing. 

II. Introduction of Guest Speaker- Wendy Brawer  (5-7 minutes)

GNG Moderator will introduce speaker, Wendy Brawer.  Wendy will briefly introduce herself and her work at Green Maps.
III. Student Discussion with Guest Speaker and Activity Showcase (45-50 minutes)

Speaker will directly engage with students about indicators, assets, and liabilities.  Students will share the “vision” they have been working on over the course of this program and learn how to measure its success.  Wendy will also create an interactive session through showing students how to build their own map via greenmap.org.

IV. Conclusion (3 minutes)

Closing remarks.  Moderator wraps up any loose ends, thanks all students, guest speaker, and closes the conference.

· Share your vision for your community.  
· Why is it important to identify indicators?  What purpose does it serve?
· What do you want to measure in your community? What are some possible indicators?

Desired Measurement- HOW POLLUTED IS THE AIR IN MY COMMUNITY?

Possible Indicators- 

· Is there visible smog in my community?

· How many cars are in my community?

· Is there a lack or abundance of wildlife and/or vegetation?

· What is the rate of health diseases or illnesses (i.e.asthma, eye irritation) in my area related to poor quality of air?

· Is there noticeable discoloration or soot/dirt collection on windowsills?

· Are there local government/community regulations on fuel burning vehicles?
· What are assets and liabilities?  What does this have to do with my vision?
· What are some of the assets in your community?  Liabilities? 
· How has mapping assets and liabilities helped you to think about your vision for the community?

Wendy E. Brawer is Green Map System's Founder and Director.
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Wendy E. Brawer is Green Map System's Founder and Director. She has been an eco-designer, public educator and consultant since 1990, as seen at EcoCultural.info . 

Wendy created the first Green Apple Map of New York City in 1992 and published the 5th citywide edition in 2006. Wendy initiated the global Green Map System in 1995 and continues to lead its development. She is founder of a small eco-design firm, Modern World Design, that focused on energy generation and waste reduction. She has taught at NYU, Cooper Union and presented at more than 25 universities and conferences. Recognition includes Engaged Citizen (GreenWorks NYC 2009), Woman of Earth/Terre de Femmes (Yves Rocher Foundation 2005), Designer in Residence, (Smithsonian Cooper-Hewitt National Design Museum 1997) and a Sea Change Award (Gaea Foundation 2003). 

VIDEOCONFERENCING TIPS
· Speak slowly and clearly into the microphone.  Express your personality but avoid using slang and be concise whenever possible.  Remember to mute the microphone when you are finished speaking.

· Look into the camera when speaking.  Use slow, smooth, minimal gestures.

· Try to avoid wearing very bright colors during the videoconference as this can have a negative impact on the quality of the image.

· When beginning to speak or pose a question, start with telling us your name and school. 

· Ask thoughtful questions and respond to all answers with respect.  Express your opinions in a positive manner.  Avoid asking off-topic or inappropriate questions.  Stick to the subject.

· Due to the technological constraints of videoconferencing, please understand only one person can speak at a time.  Be sure to wait for the delay in audio so that you avoid interrupting others.  Do not speak over others; you will be called to present or respond to a question.

· Please say “Thank you” when you conclude your statements or questions.
