· The classes should be a combination of PreK, K, 1, and 2.

· Create a seating chart for the auditorium.

· The five classes that represent each trait need to be seated together in the auditorium in order of exposure (respect, dedication, integrity, trust, and teamwork).

· Art Department

· In art class, each student will make a star.  The front of the star will be labeled with the name of the trait the class represents.  The Rising Star pledge will be pasted on the back of the star.

· A flag will be made for each teacher containing the name of the trait that their class represents.

· Music Department

· In music class, each student will learn a song for their assigned trait.

· Responsibilities of Moderator

· The moderator (Mr. Molinelli) will welcome everyone and explain why we are here.

· He will introduce each trait by naming it, reciting each catch phrase, and asking the students that represent that trait to stand up.  The group of children will then sing their trait’s song.  This will be done for each of the five traits.

· At the end of the rally, Mr. Molinelli will review each trait by pointing to a section of the room and asking those children to name their trait and stand up.

· Once everyone is standing, together we will recite the Rising Star pledge.             

· Mr. Molinelli will encourage the students to model these traits.  He’ll ask the students to raise their stars while saying, “Reach for the stars.”

· Teacher Responsibilities

· Each teacher will be given the Rising Star pledge and asked to review it with their students before the day of the rally.

· Each teacher will be given a copy of the words to the song that their class will be singing and asked to review the song with their class. 

· Each teacher will be given their class’ stars.  On the day of the rally they will be asked to distribute the stars to their children before entering the auditorium.
