Third Grade Spanish Lesson Plans

Week:  January 4, 2010
Summary: 
These are the lessons for Week One in a trimester-long unit in which 3rd Grade will explore the countries of either Nicaragua (Dragonflies), the Dominican Republic (Caiman), or Puerto Rico (Coati). These explorations will serve as a framework in which we will also be learning vocabulary related to houses and games/commands. Each homeroom will be assigned a different Latin American Country which they will explore during the 2nd trimester. At the end of the trimester we will be having a gathering at the Annex Building at which each homeroom will make a presentation on their country. 

Fourth and Fifth Grade will be exploring other countries at the same time and will also be making presentations. Each grade will be using the framework of their country to explore two of the following themes: houses, clothing, songs and games, and food. We will be learning basic Spanish vocabulary related to these themes on Day 1 of each week and then use that vocabulary to explore different cultural elements of their assigned country on Day 2.


Thus far the lesson schedule is mapped out as follows: 
January 4th- what do you know? What do you want to know?
January 11th- geography (find it on a map) and basic info on each homeroom’s country
January 18th- Basic Vocab Intro: house vocabulary 

January 25th- Use Basic House Vocab to Explore assigned country
February 1st- Basic Vocab Intro: games 

February 8th- Use Basic Vocab to Explore the games of assigned country

Procedures

Begining Routines
1. Straight, DIGNIFIED line outside of classroom
2. Handshake or hug before coming in
3. Students sit in their assigned seats, silently take out a pencil, and show me Excellence while waiting for their folders and notebooks
4. I pick Folder and Super Estrella Sticker helpers who are following the above directions.
5. Once the Do Now is completed we sing the Buenas Tardes Song

Leaving Routines
1. Put folders into notebook pages
2. Pass notebooks to the end of your rows
3. I will pick more Folder helpers to collect them and place them in their bins
4. Form a straight, DIGNIFIED line by the door. 
5. I will announce what kind of Face and how many points the class has earned that day.
           Rules
Show me EXCELLENCE!
You are sitting up tall and proud
You are trying your very best
You are following directions the first time given
You are showing RESPECT to your SELF, to each OTHER, and to your TEACHER (that's me!)

Individual Consequences
1st Strike= the Look
2nd Strike=name on board
3rd Strike= checkmark next to name, REFLECTION SHEET due on my cart by the next morning.

Group Consequences
1st time I ask for Excellence= you get a So-So Face and have a chance to bring it back to a Happy Face: I will need to find 5 more Super Estrellas for this to happen.
2nd time= Sad Face= no points

Individual Rewards
Super Estrella Ticket
At the end of the month I pick tickets out of a bucket  to get a prize

Group Rewards:
 If your class earns a happy face, you will get a POINT. 
If I find 10 Super Estrellas in one day, you get DOUBLE POINTS
At the end of the MONTH, if your class has _______ points, you will get a Choice Day. Instead of having regular class you will get to choose the activity. Music? Dancing? Number Ball? Books in Spanish?
At the end of the YEAR if your class has _____ points, you will get a party.

We then sing the Days of the Week Song (Dr. Jean En Espanol Track number 4). I will then ask “What day is this? En que dia estamos?” and have a volunteer say the day in Spanish. If necessary I ask comparison quesitons: “Estamos en miercoles o en jueves?” 

I will then have the students sing the Meses Del Año Song (Dr. Jean en Espanol track number 6) and then ask “En que mes estamos?” and have the class answer with the name of the month. If necessary I ask comparison questions: “Estamos en noviembre o en diciembre?”

If time allows I will play Macarena Math (Dr. Jean en Espanol Track 19 (English) and Track 20 (Spanish) and have the kids sing and count on their fingers, or I will play the Opuestos Songs in English and Spanish (Track 11 in English, Track 12 in Spanish) and have the class perform the actions that go with the words (ie: stand and sit, hot and cold, etc.)
I then introduce the Word of the Day using El Tesoro: write the word of the day (in this case the name of the assigned country) on a 3x5 card  (or for Day One, I bring in a picture of someone smiling) and place it in the hippo's mouth. Call on a helper exhibiting Super Star behavior to take the Word of the Day out of the hippo's mouth. If you are using a picture, say the word for the class and have the class repeat what you say or for Day 3 of the unit or later, ask who can remember how to say this word and call on a volunteer. If you have a word written out, have the class spell the word of the day and then pronounce it for the class or ask who can read this word and call on a volunteer. 

Intro to New Material

Partner Work Day 1:  split the class into teams of four. Review:

Classroom routines review: have students perform the appropriate TPR actions for each of the classroom-related commands that follow—levantense (stand up), sientense (sit down), tranquilos (sit quietly),  saquen un lapiz (take out a pencil) , abran sus cuadernos (open your notebooks), cierren sus cuadernos (close your notebooks), formense (line up).
Application/Practice:

Presentation Day 1 and Day 2: team spokespersons will report to the class on their team’s lists. Teacher will record the list up on the board.
