Goal: 


To use the critical thinking skill of recognizing propaganda to create propaganda posters as well as to synthesize information about the ways in which the Allies won World War I.

Task:


Individually you will create a propaganda poster much like the ones the Allies and the Central Powers used during the war.  You will receive a card that will tell you what the topic of the poster is.  

Requirements:

1. Each poster must contain a symbol.

2. Each poster must contain a slogan.

3. Each poster must address the assigned topic.

4. The poster must strive to convince its audience to undertake one of the three actions listed on the card.

5. You must write a two paragraph description of you poster explaining why it qualifies as propaganda.
