I. Background Information

· Title:  Finding our way round the Year 5 blogspot.
· Subject: ICT
· Grade(s): 5
· Group size: ( any, ( whole class, ( small group, ( partners, ( independent

II. Description

· Introduction: What is the lesson about?
· Using the year 5 blogspot effectively.
· What are the objectives of the lesson? (i.e. Students will be able to…)
· Log on to the blog spot.

· Locate their group and make an introductory comment on their group’s blog(individual task)
· Make an introductory comment to another group(individual task)

· Carry out the task for their group (which will be explained in the initial post for the group) and post their result as a comment.(collaborative task)
· Inform other groups of the results of their task by directing them to a website or websites through a comment on the teacher’s blog set up for this task.
· Reflect on the activity as a comment on the reflection blog (homework)
· Which ISTE student standards does the lesson target?

· How long will the lesson take to implement? Two forty minute periods.
III. Materials

· What technology tools are required for the lesson? (Please include links to any podcasts, blogs, etc. required to teach the lesson.)
· Individual computers (ICT lab)
· Personal USB’s (if students choose to carry out part of the task at home)
· Link to year 5 blogspot:  www.caytee46.wordpress.com 
· Interactive whiteboard.
· What additional materials are required for the lesson?
·  Individual Poster “temperature chart” with comments ranging from “everything’s fine.I love it.” To “ I think I might need a little more help with this”

· Paper and pencil for making notes if required.

IV. Procedures

· Introduction: Tell students what to expect and lesson objectives.
· Outline lesson steps including all teacher presentations, student activities, and assessments.
· I will start with a question about our year 5 blogspot. Quick hands up to indicate how many times they have used it. Some discussion about why they have/have not used it. Students to indicate on the “temperature chart” where they feel they are with the blogspot.(This is personal and does  not have to be shared with the rest of the class)
· Explain that in this lesson we are going to explore using the blogspot:logging on,reading blogs,making comments and working in groups to complete a task online.
· Divide the class into their working groups. Each group to have a name corresponding to their name on the blogspot. Each member to be given their own name for making comments.
· Show the blogspot on the whiteboard and point out each group’s name. Review how to comment and make a reply. Review the rules and refer to the digital citizenship class they have followed in previous ICT lessons.

· Explain that today they are going to log on, read their group’s task and make an introductory comment on their own and on another group’s blog. Class to move to ICT room to carry out this part of the task. 

· Once the individual task is complete they can start to work together on their group task by making notes on paper about how they intend to carry out the tasks, which websites to visit, responsibilities/ideas etc.
· Finish the lesson with a summary of how far they have got. Quick show of hands to see who managed both comments/who needs still to complete this part of the task in the next lesson. Students mark their “temperature chart”.

· Lesson 2
· Discussion in groups before going to ICT room to decide if any tasks need completing from last session and to allocate responsibilities.
· Move to ICT room when ready to begin group task.
· Summary of progress and “temperature chart” at end of lesson.
· Discussions about progress made with blog.How many feel more confident? How many will use it more than before?
· Students to reflect on reflection blog as homework.
V. Assessment

· Describe in detail how students will be assessed. Attach quizzes, answer keys, and evaluation rubrics (if needed).
· |Using the temperature chart as a formative assessment task. The desired outcome is that the students will be more confident in their use of the blogspot.
