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HOW TO PLAY





At the start of the game, players each place 11 counters on their individual board. The counters can be placed in the different boxes in any way the player chooses (including putting more than one counter in a single box).





During the game, a pair of dice is rolled repeatedly, and the numbers on the dice are added


.


Every player who has any counters in the square corresponding to the sum of the dice removes one counter from that square (even if a player has more than one counter in that square, only one counter is removed. If a player has no counters in that square, the player does nothing on that roll).





The winner of the game is the first player whose counters are all removed.
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
