1. What was the New Deal?  Use 5 W’s and H to explain.  

The New Deal was a series of reforms initiated by President Delano Roosevelt and a democratic Congress aimed at helping the U.S. economy recover from the Great Depression in the 1930s. 

2. How did the Works Progress Administration meet the objectives of the New Deal? 

The Works Progress Administration was created in 1936 to employ artists to promote public works projects.  Some of the projects the artists promoted include health and safety, cultural programs, art exhibits, theatrical and musical programs, tourism, education and community activities.  It was successful because it provided jobs for starving artists and helped promote government sponsored projects.
