Element Poster Project

Students will use cardstock color-coded to represent the different element groups of the periodic table.  

Poster Guidelines:
8.5" x 11" colored cardstock (provided by teacher for uniformity) 

In upper left corner: The student will draw a picture to represent their assigned element.  This picture may show electron arrangement within the atom, common uses of the element, or a picture of the element itself.  It is only limited by the creativity of the student. (20 pts max)

In upper right corner:  The following essential information about the element must be given - the symbol, atomic number, and atomic mass. (6 pts)  This information should be neatly written with stencils or typed on the computer and pasted to poster. (4 pts max)

On the lower two-thirds:  The students will place an original poem/song/fictional story, complete with title, about their element.   Poems/songs/fictional stories must be neatly written or typed on the computer and neatly pasted to the poster.  There is a minimum of 50 words and should include historical information, properties, and uses of the element (see rubric below).
Students may decorate other areas of their posters but must leave a 3/4" border of the original poster color.   This allows students to easily view the color-coded relationship among element families.
