Set up a salt or mineral block from a feed store.  You can get a small one or one of the 25 lb blocks.  I would use the smaller one.

Find the mass of the block before and after the demonstration to find the rate of weathering.  Set up a Buret allowing a water to drop on the block.  Be sure to collect the water that comes off of the block. This is a nice illustration of weathering.  The salt is collected in water than then the water can be allowed to evaporate to model deposition or the formation of an evaporite.   In addition to illustrating weathering and erosion this is an example of one reason we use models.  In this case the "real world" is generally too slow.

As with all models I always ask, how is this model like the "real

world" and how does it differ from the "real world"  In my experience,

students often come away with misconceptions when they do not

understand how the model differs from the thing being modeled.
